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Report Overview 
THE HOUSE IN PERSPECTIVE 

This is a well built home.  As with all homes, ongoing maintenance is required and improvements to the systems of the home 
will be needed over time.  The improvements that are recommended in this report are not considered unusual for a home 
of this age and location.  Please remember that there is no such thing as a perfect home.

MAJOR CONCERNS 
·  No major concerns could be identified within the scope of this inspection.  
 
SAFETY 
·  The fan operating the radon mitigation system appeared inoperable. This should be repaired by a qualified contractor.  
·  For improved safety, additional smoke detectors should be installed in the main dwelling, especially in bedrooms.

·  Repair:  Reversed polarity noted at outlet in terrace level study room along south wall.  
·  Repair:  Outlet located in Laundry Room for Dryer not grounded. 
·  Repair:  Circuits within the main distribution panel that are doubled up (referred to as “double taps”) should be 

separated. Each circuit should be served by a separate fuse or breaker  
·  Repair:  The auxiliary panel does not appear to have the neutral and grounding wires isolated as is required.  This should 

be corrected by a licensed electrician. 
·  Repair:  All junction boxes should be fitted with cover plates, in order to protect the wire connections. There are a 

number of uncovered junction boxes in the attic 
·  Repair:  Outlet located in Laundry Room for Dryer not grounded. 
·  Repair:  Top receptical in master at western wall is inoperable. 
·  Repair:  Recessed light fixture in terrace level study room inoperable (probably a bulb). 
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PLUMBING 
·  Repair:  The toilet is loose in the terrace level bath. 
·  Repair:  Powder room sink drain stop is not operable. 
·  Repair:  The laundry tub soap dispenser is broken. Repair or replacement should be undertaken. 
·  Repair:  Dryer vent at outside wall should be cleaned of lint build-up to prevent a fire hazard. 
·  Repair:  The hose bib is leaky on the front exterior of home. 
·   
EXTERIOR 
·  Repair:  Blocked weep holes (openings in the mortar joints, typically found at foundation level) in the brick veneer wall 

structure should be cleared to reduce the risk of water and/or frost damage.  
·  Repair:  While investigating the roof structure, a small hole was detected from the attic just above the furnace flue pipe.  

There appeared to be some moisture on the roof decking.  Any openings in the roof should be repaired to avoid leaks. 
·  Repair:  Conditions that are attractive to wood boring insects should be avoided since they can damage the property. 

Exterior rafter at porch shows signs of bore bee activity.  Recommend holes be filled and contact a pest control 
professional to determine future plan of action thereby preventing future damage.  

·  Repair:  Tree branches should be trimmed away from the house. 
·  Repair:  Vines growing on exterior walls (at the porch) should be kept trimmed away from siding, window trims, and 

the eaves to reduce risk of insect and water damage.  
·  Repair:  Localized evidence of rot was visible at basement door outside bedroom and should be repaired to prevent 

further deterioration 
·  Repair:  The gutters require cleaning, especially on the western side of home to avoid spilling roof runoff around the 

building – a potential source of water entry or water damage.  The gutter guard is a nice feature and appears to be 
working well around most of the home. 

 
INTERIOR 
Repair:  Small active leak was observed at north basement wall under outdoor leaking hose bib. Should be further evaluated 
by basement watertproofing expert and repaired as needed. 
 
OTHER 
·  Repair:  Loose fitting joints and/or openings in the ductwork should be improved near furnace. 
·  Repair:  Cracked, deteriorated and/or missing shower stall grout and caulk should be replaced in master shower. 
 
 
IMPROVEMENT ITEMS  
 
·  Improvement:  No safety springs/cables were noted on the garage door springs. The installation of the springs/cables 

would improve safety during operation. 
·  Improvements:  Exhaust vent pipes should be insulated and vented to the building exterior to prevent moisture build-up 

in attic. 
·  Improve:  Debris should be removed from the roofing to reduce risk of leaks and early roof wear. Stain should be 

applied to exposed wood siding at intersection of porch and home roof   
 
ITEMS TO MONITOR 

Foundation 
·  Monitor:  Minor horizontal cracking was observed in the foundation. Cracks of this nature are usually the result of soil 

or frost pressure. The size, pattern, and location of these cracks does not suggest a serious problem at present. Keep 
water away from the foundation: review the lot and roof drainage improvements in the Exterior and Roofing sections of 
this report. If these cracks should worsen, a structural engineer who is familiar with foundation repair or qualified 
foundation repair contractor should be consulted. 

Waste / Vent 
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·  Monitor:  An “S” trap has been used in master bath. S traps should be replaced during any new plumbing work as they 
are subject to siphoning problems. Replacement is sometimes difficult and thus the S traps are usually tolerated. Care 
should be taken to keep the trap “primed”. Fixtures should be monitored for sewer odor.

·  Monitor:  The roofing is in reasonably good condition. The roofing shows evidence of moss and organic build up in 

shaded areas. This condition may reduce the life expectancy of the roofing. Trimming or removing trees could improve 
this condition

movement has occurred. The location, size, shape of these cracks is common. The inspection did not find evidence of 
significant movement requiring immediate major repairs.

·  Repair:  Vines growing on exterior walls should be kept trimmed away from siding, window trims, and the eaves to 

reduce risk of insect and water damage.

·  Evaluate:  The fireplace chimney should be inspected and cleaned prior to operation. 
 

LIMITATIONS OF FIREPLACES / WOOD STOVES INSPECTION 

As we have discussed and as described in your inspection contract, this is a visual inspection limited in scope by (but not 
restricted to) the following conditions 
·  The interiors of flues or chimneys are not inspected. 
·  Firescreens, fireplace doors, appliance gaskets and seals, automatic fuel feed devices, mantles and fireplace surrounds, 

combustion make-up air devices, and heat distribution assists (gravity or fan-assisted) are not inspected. 
·  The inspection does not involve igniting or extinguishing fires nor the determination of draft. 
·  Fireplace inserts, stoves, or firebox contents are not moved.  
·  The adequacy of the fireplace draw is not determined during a visual inspection; for safety reasons, if no fire is burning 

we do not ignite fires nor light paper or other materials.
